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On May 2, 2002, pursuant to 47 C.F.R. § 52.16(a), the North American Numbering Plan Billing and Collection, Inc. (NBANC) submitted the contribution factor and fund size estimate for funding North American Numbering Plan Administration for the period July 2002 through June 2003.
  The NBANC Board of Directors, by resolution at its April 25, 2002 meeting, authorized the contribution factor filed therein.


The NBANC Board of Directors recommends that the current contribution factor of 0.000043 remain in effect for the upcoming fund year.  NBANC recommends a fund size of $13.7 million for the period July 2002 through June 2003.  NBANC seeks to collect $10.3 million from domestic telecommunications service providers, $173,694 from international participants, and to apply $3.25 million from the previous fund year’s balance to satisfy its proposed fund size.


The NBANC Board of Directors also seeks a waiver of the requirement to hold in-person meetings at least quarterly in Washington, D.C.
  In lieu of in-person quarterly meetings, NBANC’s Board of Directors proposes to hold a minimum of two face-to-face meetings in Washington, D.C., and a minimum of two telephone conference call meetings each year.

As a “permit but disclose” proceeding, ex parte presentations will be governed by the procedures set forth in Section 1.1206 of the Commission’s rules applicable to non-restricted proceedings.  47 C.F.R. § 1.1206.


Parties making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentation must contain a summary of the substance of the presentation and not merely a listing of the subjects discussed.  More than a one or two sentence description of the views and arguments presented is generally required.  See 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206(b)(2).  Other rules pertaining to oral and written presentations are set forth in Section 1.1206(b) as well.
