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By the Chief, Enforcement Bureau:

In this Order we consider the refund plan filed on May 13, 2002 by the above-referenced operator ("Operator")
 in the above-referenced community pursuant to Order, DA 99-1887
 ("Refund Order").
  Our review of Operator's refund plan
 reveals that the refund plan fulfills the requirements of the Refund Order. Operator included a certificate of compliance with its refund plan certifying that it has already paid, through subscriber credits, the full amount of the refund calculated in its refund plan.

Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that Operator’s refund plan IS APPROVED.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, pursuant to Section 76.962 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 76.962, that Operator's certificate of compliance IS ACCEPTED.
