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By the Assistant Chief, Audio Division:


1.  The Audio Division has before it for consideration a multiple docket Notice of Proposed Rule Making setting forth three separate proposals to amend the FM Table of Allotments, Section 73.202(b) of the Commission's Rules.             3. 3.  Cut-off protection.  The following procedures will govern the consideration of filings in this proceeding.

          (a) Counterproposals advanced in this proceeding itself will be considered, if advanced in initial comments, so that parties may comment on them in reply comments.  They will not be considered if advanced in reply comments.  (See Section 1.420(d) of the Commission's Rules).

          (b) With respect to petitions for rule making which conflict with the proposals in this Notice, they will be considered as comments in the proceeding, and Public Notice to this effect will be given as long as they are filed before the date for filing initial comments herein.  If they are filed later than that, they will not be considered in connection with the decision in this docket.

             (c) The filing of a counterproposal may lead the Commission to allot a different channel than was requested for any of the communities involved.
