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By the Telecommunications Access Policy Division, Wireline Competition Bureau:

1. The Telecommunications Access Policy Division has under consideration a request filed by Riverdale School District, Muscoda, Wisconsin (Riverdale).
  Riverdale seeks an extension of the deadline for Forms 472 filed in relation to Riverdale’s request for discounts in Funding Year 2000 of the schools and libraries universal service mechanism.
  Specifically, Riverdale requests that the deadline be extended for Funding Request Number (FRN) 421251.
  Upon our review of the record, however, we find that SLD approved Riverdale’s request to extend the invoicing deadline for FRN 421251.
  Accordingly, the Division dismisses Riverdale’s Request for Review as moot.  

2. ACCORDINGLY, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to authority delegated under sections 0.91, 0.291, and 54.722(a) of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.91, 0.291, and 54.722(a), that the Request for Review filed May 20, 2002, by Riverdale School District, Muscoda, Wisconsin, IS DISMISSED as moot.
