On August 16, 2002, SUPRA TELECOMMUNICATIONS & INFORMATION SYSTEMS, INC. (SUPRA) filed a petition pursuant to section 252(e)(5) of the Communications Act and section 51.803 of the Commission’s rules for preemption of the jurisdiction of the Florida Public Service Commission (FPSC).  SUPRA requests that the Commission issue an order preempting the jurisdiction of the FPSC which failed to act on a specific request for mediation or arbitration involving the merits of unresolved issues.   

SUPRA specifically requests that the Commission issue a preemption order and assume jurisdiction over all unresolved issues and order the parties to mediate in accordance with section 252(a)(2) and if the parties cannot reach an accommodation to hold an arbitration proceeding (i.e. evidentiary hearing) pursuant to section 252(b)(1) 


This matter shall be treated as a “permit-but-disclose” proceeding in accordance with the Commission's ex parte rules.  See 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.1200, 1.1206.  Persons making oral ex parte presentations are reminded that memoranda summarizing the presentations must contain summaries of the substance of the presentations and not merely a listing of the subjects discussed.  More than a one or two sentence description of the views and arguments presented generally is required.  See 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206(b).  Other rules pertaining to oral and written ex parte presentations in permit-but-disclose proceedings are set forth in Section 1.1206(b) of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206(b).

Pursuant to Section 1.415 and 1.419 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.415, 1.419, interested parties may file comments on the petition for preemption on or before September 20, 2002 and reply comments of or before October 7, 2002  All filings must be addressed to the Commission’s Secretary, Marlene H. Comments may be filed using the Commission's Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS) or by filing paper copies.  See Electronic Filing of Documents in Rulemaking Proceedings, 63 Fed. Reg. 24121 (1998).  Comments filed through the ECFS can be sent as an electronic file via the Internet to <http://www.fcc.gov/e-file/ecfs.html>.  Generally, only one copy of an electronic submission must be filed.  If multiple docket or rulemaking numbers appear in the caption of this proceeding, however, commenters must transmit one electronic copy of the comments to each docket or rulemaking number referenced in the caption.
