WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU SEEKS COMMENT ON “CONSENSUS PLAN” FILED IN THE 800 MHZ PUBLIC SAFETY INTERFERENCE PROCEEDING

Comments Due September 23, 2002


On August 7, 2002, a group of seventeen parties
 filed joint reply comments in the rule making proceeding, Improving Public Safety Communications in the 800 MHz Band – Consolidating the 900 MHz Industrial/Land Transportation and Business Pool Channels, WT Docket No. 02-55.  In their reply comments, these parties advanced, for the first time in the proceeding, a so-called “Consensus Plan,” proposing certain revisions to the 700 MHz, 800 MHz, and 1900 MHz bands.  .






This “Consensus Plan” was submitted during the reply comment cycle of this rule making proceeding.  In order to develop a full and complete record, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau issues this public notice seeking comment on the Consensus Plan.  The Commission will accept such comments on or before September 23, 2002.

Comments may be filed using the ECFS or by filing paper copies.  See Electronic Filing of Documents in Rule Making Proceedings, 63 Fed. Reg. 24121 (1988).  Comments filed through the ECFS can be sent as an electronic file via the Internet to http://www.fcc.gov/e-file/ecfs.html.  In completing the transmittal screen, commenters should include their full name, U.S. Postal Service mailing address, and the docket number “02-55.”


Parties may also submit an electronic comment by Internet e-mail.
