DOMESTIC SECTION 214 APPLICATION FILED BY CONECTIV COMMUNICATIONS, INC. TO TRANSFER CONTROL TO NEW RC, INC.  
Pleading Cycle Established

CC Docket No.  02-2


On December 28, 2001, New RC, Inc. (“New RC” or “Transferee”) and Conectiv (“Conectiv” or “Transferor”) (collectively, the “Applicants”) pursuant to section 214 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 214, and section 63.01 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. § 63.01, filed an application for consent to transfer control of authorized carrier Conectiv Communications, Inc. (“CCI” or “Authorized Carrier”), a subsidiary of Conectiv, to New RC.


New RC, a holding company, was incorporated under the laws of Delaware on February 9, 2001.  Potomac Electric Power Company (“Pepco”), Conectiv and New RC have entered into a Merger Agreement in which Pepco will acquire Conectiv, and Pepco and Conectiv will become two wholly-owned subsidiaries of New RC.  CCI will remain a subsidiary of Conectiv and an indirect subsidiary of New RC.


Conectiv’s point-to-point common carrier microwave facilities will continue to be used to provide telecommunications services.
  The facilities extend from Delaware through eastern Maryland and into northeastern Virginia.  These facilities are and will continue to be utilized extensively to provide non-switched interexchange telecommunications services.  Applicants assert that grant of this section 214 authority will serve the public interest, convenience and necessity by allowing Conectiv to continue the provision of these telecommunications services.


GENERAL INFORMATION


The transfer of control request identified herein has been found, upon initial review, to be acceptable for filing.  The Commission reserves the right to return any transfer of control application if, upon further examination, it is determined to be defective and not in conformance with the Commission’s rules and policies.  Interested parties may file petitions to deny within 30 days following the release of this Public Notice.
  Final action will not be taken on the applications earlier than 31 days following the date of this Public Notice.
