Altrio Communications, Inc. (“Altrio”), a cable overbuilder serving Arcadia, California, has filed a complaint against Adelphia Communications Corporation (“Adelphia”) alleging that Adelphia has violated Section 623(d) of the Communications Act, as amended (47 U.S.C. §543(d)), and Section 76.984 of the Commission’s rules (47 C.F.R. §76.984).  Specifically, Altrio alleges that Adelphia has adopted a non-uniform pricing policy for cable services it offers in its Arcadia, California franchise area in violation of the Communications Act and the Commission’s rules.

Altrio’s complaint appeared on the Cable Services Bureau’s March 8, 2002 “Special Relief and Show Cause Petitions” Public Notice, Report No. 0030.
