The application listed will be available to the public during regular business hours in the Public Safety and Private Wireless Division, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, 445 Twelfth Street, S.W., Washington, D.C. 20554.  

After the pleading cycle, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau will release a public notice listing the license that the Commission is prepared to award.  The winning bidder will be required to pay the balance of its winning bid in a lump sum payment within ten business days following the release of that public notice.
  The license will be awarded upon the full and timely payment of the winning bid and any applicable late fees.
