PLEADING CYCLE ESTABLISHED FOR AT&T PETITION FOR DECLARATORY RULING ON ENHANCED PREPAID CALLING CARD SERVICES
WC Docket No. 03-133

On May 15, 2003, AT&T Corp. (AT&T) filed a petition for declaratory ruling, pursuant to section 1.2 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.2, that “enhanced prepaid calling card services are…interstate communications subject to interstate, rather than intrastate, access charges when the enhanced services platform that provides stored, non-call-related information to end users is not located in the state in which the calling or called parties are located.”
  AT&T argues that the imposition of intrastate access charges on these services is unlawful.

Comments and oppositions may be filed no later than June 26, 2003.  Such comments should refer to WC Docket No. 03-133.  AT&T may file a reply no later than July 10, 2003.  Comments may be filed using the Commission’s Electronic Comment Filing System (“ECFS”) or by filing paper copies.  Comments filed through the ECFS can be sent as an electronic file via the Internet to:  <http://www.fcc.gov/e-file/ecfs.html>.  In completing the transmittal screen, commenters should include their full name, Postal Service mailing address, and the docket number of this proceeding.  Only one copy of an electronic submission must be filed.  Parties may also submit an electronic comment by Internet e-mail.
