Key Issues:  Should support be restricted to primary lines? For example, should the Commission freeze per-line support upon CETC entry, restrict CETC support to “new” and “captured” lines (i.e., lines not served by the incumbent), and/or withdraw per-line support from an ILEC when a CETC wins the customer?
