1.  At the request of KSKN Television, Inc. (“KSKN”), licensee of station KSKN-TV, Spokane, Washington, the Commission has before it the Notice of Proposed Rule Making, 17 FCC Rcd 15468 (2002), proposing the substitution of DTV channel 48 for station KSKN-TV’s assigned DTV channel 36.  KSKN and KHQ, Inc. filed initial comments and reply comments.  KSKN subsequently filed a request for withdrawal of its petition for rule making.
  

2.  In accordance with Commission policy, we will grant KSKN’s request for withdrawal of its rule making proposal.
