1. This Order dismisses the Request for Review filed by the Spurwink School, Portland, Maine.
  Spurwink School seeks review of a decision issued by the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD) of the Universal Service Administrative Company (Administrator) on March 15, 2002.
  The Commission received Spurwink School’s Request for Review on November 5, 2002.

  Because the instant Request for Review was not filed within the requisite 60-day period, it will be dismissed without further consideration.

3. ACCORDINGLY, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to authority delegated under sections 0.91, 0.291, and 54.722(a) of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.91, 0.291, and 54.722(a), that the Request for Review filed on November 5, 2002, by the Spurwink School, Portland, Maine, IS DISMISSED.
