On January 27, 2004, the Region 5 (Southern California)
 800 MHz Regional Planning Committee submitted a proposed amendment to its Public Safety Plan that would allocate the following channels to County of Orange for fill-in locations.  The channels are 616, 654, 692, 730, 768, 808, and 828.  An updated spreadsheet which includes the additions is attached as Appendix 1.   


In accordance with the National Public Safety Plan, each region is responsible for planning its use of public safety radio frequency spectrum in the 821-824/866-869 MHz bands.
  The Region 5 Plan was originally adopted by the Commission on November 8, 1989.


Prior to taking action on the Region 5 Plan Amendment, by this Public Notice, we solicit comments on the Plan Amendment.  Pursuant to Sections 1.415 and 1.419 of the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 1.415, 1.419, interested parties may file comments on or before May 24, 2004 and reply comments on or before June 9, 2004.  Comments may be filed using the Commission’s Electronic Comment Filing System (ECFS) or by filing paper copies.
  


Comments filed through the ECFS can be sent as an electronic file via the Internet to http://www.fcc.gov/e-file/ecfs.html.  Generally, only one copy of an electronic submission must be filed.  In completing the transmittal screen, commenters should include their full name, U.S. Postal Service mailing address, and should reference General Docket No. 89-97. To get filing instructions for e-mail comments, commenters should send an e-mail to ecfs@fcc.gov, and should include the following words in the body of the message, "get form <your e-mail address>."  A sample form and directions will be sent in reply.  Parties who choose to file by paper must file an original and four copies of each filing. The filing hours at this location are 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  All hand deliveries must be held together with rubber bands or fasteners.
