NOTICE OF PROCEEDING TERMINATION IN CCB/CPD FILE NO. 01-06 AND OF EX PARTE SUBMISSION IN WC DOCKET NO. 03-173

On March 6, 2001, Mpower Communications Corp. filed a Petition for Expedited Declaratory Ruling requesting that the Commission clarify the requirements of the total element long-run incremental cost (TELRIC) methodology with respect to loop conditioning charges.
  The Commission has yet to act on the Petition.  On January 5, 2004, Mpower filed a request to withdraw its Petition, and instead to include the Petition for consideration in the TELRIC NPRM proceeding, WC Docket No. 03-173.
  Based on the Mpower request to withdraw, its Petition is dismissed without prejudice in CCB/CPD File No. 01-06,
 and is incorporated into the record as an ex parte submission in WC Docket No. 03-173.  Accordingly, proceeding CCB/CPD File No. 01-06 is terminated.
