WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU PUBLIC SAFETY AND CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE DIVISION APPROVES REQUESTS FOR WITHDRAWAL OF PLEADINGS


Pursuant to Sections 0.331 and 1.935 of the Commission’s Rules,

  The Division has reviewed the requests for dismissal and the request to amend in order to withdraw certain reconsideration requests,
 and finds these requests raise no substantial or material question of fact under Section 309(d) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended.
  The Division also finds that MRA’s requests comply with Section 1.935 of the Commission’s Rules.
  Accordingly, we grant the subject requests for dismissal and the requests for withdrawal of various pleadings and hereby dismiss, with prejudice, all pleadings that MRA has requested be dismissed.
