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By the Telecommunications Access Policy Division, Wireline Competition Bureau:

1. The Telecommunications Access Policy Division has under consideration a Request for Waiver filed by Olathe Public Library, Olathe, Kansas (Olathe).
  Olathe requests a waiver of the Commission's rules governing the schools and libraries universal service support mechanism, specifically, the 28-day competitive bidding requirement and the deadline for filing the accompanying FCC Form 471 application for Funding Year 2003.
  For the reasons set forth below, we deny each Waiver Request.  
2. In its Waiver Request, Olathe states that its Funding Year 2003 Form 470 was submitted on-line in a timely manner, but was not properly certified.
  Olathe therefore requests a deadline extension so that it may certify its Form 470.
  Olathe also requests a waiver of the filing window for the Form 471.
 
3. We find that a waiver is not appropriate.  A waiver from the Commission is appropriate if special circumstances warrant a deviation from the general rule and such deviation would better serve the public interest than strict adherence to the general rule.
  The fact that Olathe’s Form 470 was not properly certified, thereby preventing it from submitting a complete Form 471 within the filing window does not create the special circumstances or particular facts that warrant a waiver of the Commission’s rules.
  In light of the thousands of applications that SLD must review and process each year, it is administratively necessary to require an applicant to be responsible for providing complete and accurate information.  Further, the Commission has consistently held that it is the applicant who has responsibility ultimately for the timely submission of the application.
  
4. ACCORDINGLY, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to authority delegated under sections 0.91, 0.291, 1.3, and 54.722(a) of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.91, 0.291, 1.3 and 54.722(a), that the Request for Waiver filed by Olathe Public Library on January 17, 2003 IS DENIED.
