By the Telecommunications Access Policy Division, Wireline Competition Bureau:

1. The Telecommunications Access Policy Division has under consideration Requests for Review filed by Clinton County RESA, St. Johns, Michigan; Jackson Public School District, Jackson, Mississippi; Stafford Public Schools, Stafford Springs, Connecticut; Syosset Central School District, Syosset, New York; Villa Park School District 45, Villa Park, Illinois; and Wagon Mound Public Schools, Wagon Mound, New Mexico.
  The Requests for Review seek review of decisions by the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD) of the Universal Service Administrative Company (Administrator).  For the reasons set forth below, we deny the Requests for Review.
2. Applicants receiving discounts on Internet access and/or internal connections in Funding Year 2001 that received Funding Commitment Decision Letters (FCDLs) and started services prior to October 28, 2001 are subject to the October 28, 2001 deadline imposed by the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA).  This CIPA certification deadline is statutory and cannot be waived.
  Certification of compliance with CIPA is required for each Funding Request Number (FRN) for Internet access or internal connections submitted.
  General confusion and complexity of the application process are insufficient to justify a waiver.
  It is the applicant who has responsibility for the timely submission of its application.  As a result, neither employee illness nor misunderstanding relieves applicants of their responsibility to understand and comply with the program rules or procedures.
  
3. Consistent with existing precedent as described above, the Telecommunications Access Policy Division denies the above-captioned Requests for Review.  
4. ACCORDINGLY, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to authority delegated under sections 0.91, 0.291, 1.3, and 54.722(a) of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.91, 0.291, 1.3, and 54.722(a), that the requests filed by Jackson Public School District, Jackson, Mississippi, on December 5, 2002; Stafford Public Schools, Stafford Springs, Connecticut, on October 23, 2002; 
Syosset Central School District, Syosset, New York, on November 14, 2002; Villa Park School District 45, Villa Park, Illinois, on December 19, 2002; and Wagon Mound Public Schools, Wagon Mound, New Mexico, on December 17, 2002 are DENIED.
