Tenhula started his career at the FCC in 1990 as a staff attorney in the Video Services Division of the Mass Media Bureau.  From 1991-1995, he worked in the Administrative Law Division of the FCC’s Office of General Counsel, and from 1995-1997 he served as Special Counsel to the FCC’s General Counsel.

During his 12 ½  years at the Commission, Tenhula has had extensive experience in a wide range of  important wireless policy developments, including the development and implementation of the Personal Communications Services (PCS) and the FCC's auction program.

Before joining the Commission, Tenhula served as a legal intern with U.S. Representative Michael G. Oxley and the National Association of Broadcasters.

Tenhula holds a B.A. degree in Telecommunications from Indiana University, Bloomington, and a J.D. from Washington University in St. Louis, Missouri.  He is a member of the Missouri Bar and the Federal Communications Bar Association.  Peter, his wife and three young children live in Alexandria, Virginia.
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
