NOTICE OF VIOLATION

By the District Director, Detroit Office, Enforcement Bureau:

1. This is a Notice of Violation ("Notice") issued pursuant to Section 1.89 of the Commission’s Rules,
 to Adelphia Communications Corporation, operator of the cable system serving Marblehead, Ohio.
2. On September 22, 2003, agents of the Commission’s Detroit Office inspected the cable system in Marblehead, Ohio and observed the following violation:

a. 47 C.F.R. § 76.605 (a)(12):  “…signal leakage from a cable television system shall be measured … and shall be limited as follows:”  This section requires that cable operators maintain their cable system signal leakage below 20 µV/m in the frequency band between 54 MHz and 216 MHz.  On the frequency of 121.2625 MHz at a distance of 3 meters from the cable system components and 3 meters above ground, the following cable system leaks were detected above 20 µV/m.
