(3) In Section 2.106 of Appendix B for the band 420-450 MHz, delete "US228" from the Federal and non-Federal Government Tables of Frequency Allocations on page 35 of the Table of Frequency Allocations.
(4) In Section 2.106 of Appendix B for the bands 2500-2655 MHz and 2655-2690 MHz, delete "US269" from the Federal and non-Federal Government Tables of Frequency Allocations on pages 52 and 53 of the Table of Frequency Allocations.
