1. This is a Notice of Violation ("Notice") issued pursuant to Section 1.89 of the Commission’s Rules,
 to CenturyTel Inc., operator of the cable system serving Platteville, Wisconsin.
2. On March 25, 2004, an agent of the Commission’s Chicago Office inspected the cable system serving Platteville, Wisconsin, and observed the following violation(s):

a. 47 C.F.R. § 76.605(a)(12):  “…signal leakage from a cable television system shall be measured… and shall be limited as follows:”  This section requires that cable operators maintain their cable system signal leakage below 20 µV/m in the frequency band between 54 MHz and 216 MHz.  Signal leakage in excess of 20 µV/m was measured at the following locations:
