ENFORCEMENT BUREAU NAMES REGIONAL COUNSELS
Washington, DC – FCC Enforcement Bureau Chief David Solomon today announced the appointment of Margaret Egler as Regional Counsel for the Bureau’s Western Region, Diane Law-Hsu as Regional Counsel for the South Central Region and Sharon Webber as Regional Counsel for the Northeast Region. In addition to working at the FCC, she was Corporate Counsel for Lucent Technologies.  Ms. Law-Hsu received her B.A. from Yale College and her J.D. from Harvard Law School.

The last position, Regional Counsel for the Northeast Region, will be filled by Sharon Webber on June 1, 2004.  An eight-year FCC veteran, Ms. Webber comes to the Enforcement Bureau from the Wireline Competition Bureau, Telecommunications Access Policy Division, where she was Deputy Division Chief.  Prior to that, she served as Senior Attorney/Advisor in the Mass Media Bureau, Audio Services Division.
