CONCERNING DO-NOT-CALL ISSUES 
Washington, D.C. – Today, the Federal Communications Commission entered into a Consent Decree with AT&T Corporation that resolves issues regarding the Commission’s company-specific Do-Not-Call requirements and related matters.  AT&T has agreed to make a voluntary payment of $490,000 to the United States Treasury, and to take additional specific steps to ensure future compliance with the Commission’s Do-Not-Call requirements.
