
Guidelines for Requesting Certification of FCC Documents
●
The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) or Commission provides the service of certifying all Commission record(s) and document(s).  The certification of record(s) or document(s) provides the requester with proof of the documents authenticity.  
●
The Office of the Secretary administers all certification requests for a fee of $10.00 for each document or set of related documents.  See 47 CFR Sections 0.465 of the Commission Rules. 

●
Certification request are generally made by attorneys, court officials, and other individuals from inside and outside of the FCC.  All requests must include a completed Request for Certification of Record Form and a copy of the document(s) to be certified.

The length of time for completion of a certification request is typically 3 to 5 business days.  For more information contact the Agenda and Publications Group at (202) 418-0310.
